Church Ministry

plant (by people with a Labri background) in its early stages. Inspired by Francis Schaeffer, the group’s vision
focuses on witnessing to secular skeptics. Besides that, Andreas will also be working on extending the activities

of the Center for Faith & Work (FaithandWorkSTL.org) to Cambridge, and potentially further into Europe.

ministry until we have worked our first period in Cambridge.

Part of following the call into ministry is seeking ordination within
the International Presbyterian Church (IPC; founded in 1954
through the ministry of Francis Schaeffer). Andreas has been “under

care” with IPC since 2018 and is now in the process of ordination.

A Season of Preparation

As part of the preparation for a lifetime of ministry, we moved in
May 2019 to St. Louis, MO to live on the campus of Covenant
Theological Seminary, which is the national seminary of the PCA.
In the meantime, Andreas is halfway through his training in
pursuing a Master of Arts in Biblical and Theological Studies as he
is learning the biblical languages and theology. While on the mission
field, he will research discipleship amid a secular culture to

complete his degree.

Missionary Organization

We as a missionary family will be oz the field. But that is not the
whole team, because it is essential to have partners off the field who
will support through prayer and finance in order to establish an
effective and sustainable ministry.
